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1. District Profile 

According to the (Budaun District, Govt. Of Uttar Pradesh) stories, Budaun was named after 

Ahir prince Budh. According to tradition, Budaun was founded about 905 AD, and an inscription, 

probably of the 12th century, gives a list of twelve Rathore kings reigning at Budaun then called 

Vodamāyuta. Kanauj was conquered after 1085 by Mahmūd, the son of the GhaznavidSultān, driving 

out the Rāshtrakūta chief. This theRāshtrakūta chief then move their capital to Vodamāyuta, where they 

ruled until conquered by Qutb-ud-din Aibak. 

Budaun is holy land of Great Sufi Saint’s, Auliya, Wali and Peer’s as well as a place of izarat’s. 

It is very holi place in the India. According to Prof. Goti John this city was named  “BEDAMOOTH”  

in an ancient inscription which  is now in Lucknow Musium. In that Period this pradesh was known as 

PANCHAL .According to a line of that Stone Writeup there was a village “BHADAUNLAK” near it. 

Muslim Historian  Mr. Roz Khan Lodhi said that King Ashoka Built a BuddhVihar&Quila  and he 

named it BuddhMau.TheJama Masjid or Great Mosque is a major mosque built in historic center of 

Budaun.The mosque was built by Iltutmish, the ruler of Delhi Sultanate that time. This mosque reflects 

Persian and Afghan architecture. It has three gates: the main gate, facing Shakeel Road, is made up of 

red marble and stands 100 feet tall. The second gate is in FarshoriTola and the third one in Sotha. It has 

a central dome surrounded by two more domes, and 5 other domes too. The floor is made from white 

marble (SangeMarMar). It has a "Hauz"(pond) and three "WuzuKhana"(Washroom and sitting Room) 

on its premises. Two sides of mosque are occupied by residential blocks: the Jama Masjid Quarters.This 

mosque is the third oldest existing and second largest mosque of the country after Delhi's Jama Masjid, 

having a standard capacity of 23500. The built up part[clarification needed] of the mosque is larger than 

any other mosque of the country. Before the expansion of Delhi's Jama Masjid, it was the largest and 

most famous mosque of the country. The central dome of the mosque is considered to be the largest for 

any dome of mosque in the country.It is also a Monument of National Importance and a National 

Heritage Site. 

Geographically BUDAUN City is located near Holy River GANGA ,Budaun district is one of 

the districts of Uttar Pradesh state of India, and Budaun town is the district headquarters. Budaun 

district is a part of Bareilly division. Length of District is 144 Km. & Width is 60 Km. And Total area 

of District is 4234Sq. Km. Budaun City is 235 Km. From Delhi & 311 Km. From Lucknow. Budaun 

has average elevation of 169 metres (554 feet).
